No. 11034/01/2023-Rajbhasha (Policy): With a view to promoting the Official Language

Hindi and to encourage original book writing in Hindi, in supersession of the Resolution No.
11034/01/2023-Rajbnasha (Policy) dated 22.06.2023 issued by the Department of Official
Language, the revised Rajbhasha Gaurav Award Scheme for original book writing in Hindi and
for translated books in Hindi is hereby implemented from the year 2025-28. Under this scheme,
awards shall now be given to citizens of India in the following categories and subjects:

Rajbhasna Gaurav Award for original book writing in Hindi on subjects such as
Engineering. Electronics, Computer Science, Physics, Biology, Energy, Space Science,
Medical Science. Chemistry, Information Technology, Management, Psychology, and
contemporary topics such as Liberalization, Globalization, Consumerism, Human
Rights, Poliution, Environment, etc.

Rajbhasha Gaurav Award for original book writing in Hindi on subjects such as Law,
Police Research. Forensic Science, Criminology, and Police Administration, etc.
Rajbnasha Gaurav Award for original book writing in Hindi on Culture, Religion, Art,
Heritage, eiwc. Aiso, Rajbhasha Gaurav Award for original bock writing in Hindi by
authors belonging to ‘Region C' (on all the above-mentioned subjects).

Rajbhasha Gaurav Award for translated books in Hindi — for translations of classic
literature and works related to culture, art, and heritage.

Name: The name of this scheme shall be Rajbhasha Gaurav Award Scheme.

Definitions: In this scheme, unless the context otherwise requires:

vii.

“Scheme” means original books written in Hindi on the subjects menticned in categories
(a) to (c) above. It also includes Hindi translations of nationally/internationally awarded
books, classic works, and works of renowned authors, scholars, and eminent
personalities on subjects such as culture, art, and heritage.

“Original” means a book originally written in Hindi and published for the first time.
“Translated” means a book translated into Hindi from Indian languages or English,
inciuding transiated works of classical literature.

“Book” means a published book.

“Year’” means: (a) Scheme Year — Financial Year (b) Publication Year - Calendar Year
‘Author from Region ‘C” means:

(a) The author's mother tongue is not Hindi.

(b} The author has completed schooling in a State belonging to Region ‘C.
(Region ‘C’ includes all 8 North-Eastern States, Kerala, Tamil Nadu, Andhra Pradesh,
Karnataka, Goa. Jammu & Kashmir, Odisha, Lakshadweep, Puducherry, and West
Bengal.)

“Subject of translation” means:

(a) Translation into Hindi of nationally /internationally awarded books, classical
literature, and works of renowned authors, scholars, and eminent personalities on
subjects sucn as culture, art, and heritage.




(b) In this category, translated works of departmentai manuals, research written for
Ph.D and D.Litt . poetry novels, short stories, plays, biographies, sketches, reportage.
fravelogues memonrs elc.. or books written as textbooks shall not be eligible.

4. Objectives:

(a) in various Ministries/Departments/Offices/Public Sector Undertakings/Banks of the Central
Government, official work is also carried out on technical subjects. There is difficulty in
increasing the use of Hindi in official work in fields such as technical subjects, science, forensic
science, police, criminology, research, police administration, culture, religion, art, heritage, etc.,
and in the field of law. due to the lack of books on these subjects. Moreover, officials face
difficulty in carrying out official work in Hindi due 1o fimited or no familiarity with Hindi
terminology in these sdoects

(b} A new category is being introduced to encourage authors from Region ‘C’ to undertake
original writing in Hindi.

(c) Additionally, translation serves as an important medium for disseminating knowledge and
literature in Engiish and Scheduled Indian Languages to the Hindi-speaking community. In
previous years several goad rransiated books were received but could not be considered due to
the abserce of & separate award category. The Hon'ble Home Minister has envisioned greater
coordination between indian languages and Hindi. Accordingly, @ new category for translated
books from English and other Indian languages into Hindi is being introduced under these
awards. Thus, with the objective of promoting original book writing in Hindi on the above
subjects and encouraging excellent translated works, the Department of Official Language has
initiated this scheme.

(d) The Department of Official Language has been designated as the nodal department for all
nationai-ievel Hindrrelatea award schemes of various Ministries/Departments of the Central
Government, In future, it shall be mandatory for any Ministry/Department to consult the
Department of Official Language, Ministry of Home Affairs, before introducing any new Hindi-
related award scheme, so as to avoid duplication of schemes.

7. General Conditions for All Categories:
i. In case of mwure than one authoritransiator of a book, each co-author/co-translator shall
‘submit a separate application form (proforma).

ii. Under the scheme, only those books shall be accepted which are original works of the
author or translations carried out by the transiator,

ii. Books that have already been awarded by any Government organization shall not be
eligible. If a book is awarded under any other award scheme before the declaration of

The content of the book should be criticai and analytical in nature. Research works
written for Ph.D., as well as books written in the form of poetry, novels, short stories,
plays. or textbooks, shall not be eligible for this award scheme.

Conditions relating to authors from Region ‘C’:

(a) The alitnor’'s mother tongue should not be Hindi.

(b} The author must have completed their schooling from a State belonging to Region ‘C’
(coples of Ciass 10 and Class 12 certficates are required as proof).
(Regicri "C ncluaas all 8 North-Eastern States, as well as Kerala, Tamil Nadu, Andhra
Pradesh, Karnataka, Goa, Jammu & Kashmir, Odisha, Lakshadweep, Puducherry, and
West Bengal.).

Conditions relating to the translation category:

(a) This category includes Hindi transtations of nationally/internationally awarded books,
classic works. and works of renowned authors, scholars, and eminent personalities on
subjects such as culture art, and heritage.

(b} In this category, translated works of departmental manuals, Ph.D. research, poetry,
novels. short stories, plays, biographies, sketches, reportage, travelogues, memoirs,
etc., or books written as textbooks shall not be eligible.

(¢) Under this category, it shall be mandatory for the author to submit four copies each of
the translated book as well as the original book in its original language.

(d) Initially entries will be invited for translated books published during the previous two
years. Thereafter. from the year 2027 onwards, only books translated and published
during the relevant calendar year (from 1st January to 31st December) shall be eligible.
The authuirco-auliior or franslator/co-transiator shall be solely responsible for the data.
facts, etc. gwen i the pook and shall, as far as possible, provide references in support
thereof.

If a person has received any award under any scheme of the Department of Official
Language, Ministry of Home Affairs, during the previous three years, their entry shaii not
be considered. However, a co-author (if any) may participate in the scheme. The co-
author shatl be awarded only a proportionate share of the prize amount.

The book must contain at least 100 pages.

If the Evaiuation Committee concludes that nore of the entries received are worthy of
anty award. its decision in this regard shall be final.

if & selected book has more than one author, the prize money shall be equally distributed
among them.

Under the award scheme, only books having an [SBN (international Standard Book
Number) shall be considered.

8. Procedure fur Senuing Entries:

Entries must pe submitted along with the prescribed proforma given in the annexure;
otherwise. they will not be accepted.

ii. Four copies of the book must be submitted with each entry. The copies will not be

returned.

ii. The duly filled entry form must reach the Department by the prescribed last date.

One author/transtator may submit only one entry.




9. Evaluation Process of Books:

The books shall be evaluated on the basis of criteria determined by the Department of
Official Language, by an Evaluation Committee constituted by the Department. The Committee
shall be chaired by the Joint Secretary, Department of Official Language. In addition to
Government members, reputed non-government scholars/experts may also be included as
required. The composition of the Committee shall be as follows:

For the evaluation of entries, an (officer) from the concerned Ministry/Department
related to the subject may be included in the Evaluation Committee.

The Evaluation Committee shall have the authority to seek the opinion of subject
experts before taking a decision on any book.

The Evaluation Committee shall determine its own criteria for evaluation.

In case there is no unanimity regarding the conferment of awards, the decision shall
be taken by majority. If there is an equal number of votes for and against any
decision. the Chairperson shafi have the right to cast a deciding vote.

The Government members included in the Evaluation Committee shall receive
Travel Allowance (TA) and Daily Allowance (DA} from the same source from which
they draw their salary. Non-official members of the Committee shall be entitled to
TA/DA as per the instructions issued by the Government of india from time {o time
and appicanle during the relevant period.

Externai cxnerts of the Evaluation Committee shall also be entitled to honorarium as
deternunea Dy the Deparniment of Official Language.

The fina. decision on the recommendations of the Evaluation Committee shall be
taker: by the Department of Officiai Language.

10. Announcement of Awardees and Distribution of Awards

Information regarding the awards shall be communicated to all awardees through
email and will also be uploaded on the website of the Department of Official
Language
The awards shall be distributed on a date fixed by the Department of Official
Language.

11. General Information:

The copyright of the awarded book shall remain with the author/translator/publisher.
Awardees coming from outside the place of the award ceremony shali be entitled to
reimpursement of travet expenses equivalent to AC-I tier {or economy class airfare)
for te-ane-fre Jouney. along with Daily Allowance as per Government of India rules.
They sna oase their own arrangements for accommodation at their own expense.
No curtespondence shall be entertained regarding the conferment of awards or the
selection process of books for awards.
